Bible Readings for Sunday, January 15, First Sunday after octave of Nativity are: Isaiah
54:1-14; 1 Timothy 1:1-11; John 2:1-11.

THE GOSPEL OF JESUS CHRIST ACCORDING TO JOHN (2:1-11)

On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus
was there. Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the
wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him, "They have no wine.: And Jesus said
to her, "Woman what concern is that to you and to me? My hour has not yet come."
His mother said to the servants, "Do whatever he tells you." Jesus said to them, "Fill
the jars with water." And they filled them up to the brim. He said to them, "Now draw
some out, and take it to the chief steward.” So they took it. When the steward tasted
the water that had become wine, and did not know where it came from (though the
servants who had drawn the water knew), the steward called the bridegroom and
said to him, "Everyone serves the good wine first, and then the inferior wine after the
guests have become drunk. "But you have kept the good wine until now." Jesus did
this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee, and revealed his glory, and his disciples
believed in him.

To Timothy my true son in the faith:

As | urged you when | went into Macedonia, stay there in Ephesus so that you may
command certain men not to teach false doctrines any longer nor to devote them-
selves to myths and endless genealogies. These promote controversies rather than
God's work -which is by faith. The goal of this command is love, which comes from a
pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith. Some have wandered away
from these and turned to meaningless talk. They want to be teachers of the law, but
they do not know what they are talking about or what they so confidently affirm.

We know that the law is good if one uses it properly. We also know that law is
made not for the righteous but for lawbreakers and rebels, the ungodly and sinful, the
unholy and irreligious; for those who kill their fathers or mothers, for murderers, for
adulterers and perverts, for slave traders and liars and perjurers -and for whatever
else is contrary to the sound doctrine that conforms to the glorious gospel of the
blessed God, which he entrusted to me.
